3D PartStream.NET® Studio License Agreement
(for Alpha/Beta /Pre-release versions)
This license agreement covers any Alpha, Beta, or Pre-release version (a “Non-Commercial Release Version”) of the 3D PartStream.NET® Studio software (“Software”).  These versions of the Software have the following general characteristics:

Alpha – Pre-production version for functionality evaluation. May be unstable and have critical bugs – should never be used in a production environment or to modify production data.

Beta – Pre-production version, for quality evaluation.  More stable than the Alpha version but may have critical bugs – should never be used in a production environment or to modify production data.

Pre-Release – The release candidate for final quality evaluation. No known critical instability or critical bugs - SolidWorks encourages you to use the pre-release version in a production environment. It is strongly recommended to create a backup of all model files and data.
The Software release cycle moves through each of these phases in order.  Once Software is released into the next phase, use of the Software version from the previous stage should be discontinued.

The terms of this license vary depending on the particular version (Alpha, Beta, or Pre-release) you are using.  You can identify the particular version you are using by Selecting Help, About “3D PartStream.NET Studio …”

2.  You agree that the Software and related information provided to you as a Non-Commercial Release Version site are not commercially available or available for any public use whatsoever, and these  are the confidential and proprietary trade secret information of SolidWorks and its licensors (“Confidential Information”). You agree that until the Software or any such information is publicly released by SolidWorks you will take at least the same precautions to protect the confidentiality of the Confidential Information as you take to protect your own confidential information and that you will disclose the Confidential Information only to those of your employees who have a need to use the Software. Alpha Version and Beta Version –You should not use the Alpha or Beta version in a production environment.  There is no guarantee of compatibility between versions of the Software or that later versions will not corrupt files created with earlier versions or contain critical bugs or instabilities. For these reasons, you must not use the Alpha or Beta versions of the Software in a production environment. There is no assurance that all functionality that appears in the Alpha or Beta version will available in the commercially released version of the Software.
